
 
When do the coaches get their 

teams and when will we be called? 

 
Coaches will get their rosters in 

mid July, and should start calling 

players by August 1st. 

 

How often are practices and games? 

 
Practices are held once or twice a 

week (depending on age group). 

Practice times and location will 

be determined by your child’s 

coach. Games will be on Saturdays 

with the first game on September 

11th. U16 and U19 games are played 

on Saturdays and Sundays, due to a 

shorten season. 

 

It’s after August 1 and my child 

has not been  called. What do I 

do? 
 
Please do not panic if you see 

teams practicing and your child 

has not been called. Not all teams 

begin practice at the same time. 

The very young teams, in particu-

lar, may not begin practice on Au-

gust 1. Also some coaches may be 

on vacation. If your child has not 

been called by August 15, please 

contact the Coach Administrator or 

Commissioner.  

My child can’t play, what is  
Region 677’s refund policy? 

 
 A 100% refund of all registration 

fees if the request is received 

prior to June 30, 2010. A refund of 

registration fees less a $15.00 

administrative fee, if the request 

is received after June 30, 2010 

until July 31, 2010. A partial 

refund of 50% of the registration 

fee if the request is received after 

July 31, 2010 until August 30, 2010. 

 

NO REFUNDS after August 30, 2010. 
 

ALL Refund Requests must be in  

writing using the Refund Request 

Form.

What else does my child need? 
 

The registration fee includes: 

uniform (jersey, shorts, socks), 

supplemental accident insurance and 

a picture packet. 

 

Additionally your child will need 

shin guards, a soccer ball and ap-

propriate shoes, soccer cleats are 

recommended but not required.

Your child cannot play with a cast, 

if your child is injured, you must 

sign a waiver for your child to be 

able to return to play.(This in-

cludes practices also.)
